TENANCY AGREEMENT
Tenants are usually required to sign a 6 month shorthold tenancy agreement. This agreement may be
renewed after 6 months and six monthly thereafter, unless a 12 month agreement has been arranged.

BOND / SECURITY DEPOSIT
A bond may be taken of no less than the value of one month’s rent. Alternatively we may accept two
month’s rent in advance. No interest will be paid to you on any amount held.

TO LET BOARD

We strongly advise that a To Let board is placed at the property. Often this is the first marketing tool a
prospective tenant will see. Our boards are extremely eye catching and can be placed at your property for
£20 per board. This amount will be due if the property is let or not and will be taken from the rent collected
or alternatively an invoice will be sent to you direct.

GAS APPLIANCES

All gas appliances must have a valid annual safety certificate, CP12. A gas certificate is a legal
requirement and must be renewed every twelve months or whenever the property has a new tenant. You
are responsible for the cost of obtaining this certificate and any associated servicing costs, and certificates
should be produced prior to any tenant moving in. If you do require a gas safety certificate, we can obtain
this for you at a cost of £55.

EXTRAS

In addition to our charge above, you will be responsible for the cost of any additional works carried out by
ourselves such as, checking inventories on furnished properties, or any extra work outside the parameters
mentioned in this agreement. We will agree any charges in this respect with you before proceeding.




ELECTRICAL SAFETY

If you let property you must ensure that the electrical system and all appliances supplied are safe - failure
to comply with the Electrical Equipment (Safety) Regulations 1994 and the The Consumer Protection Act
1987 is a criminal offence and may result in:

e Afine of £5,000 per item not complying

e Six month's imprisonment

e Possible manslaughter charges in the even of deaths

e The Tenant may also sue you for civil damages

e Your property insurance may be invalidated

These regulations are enforced by the Health & Safety Executive.

There is no statutory requirement to have annual safety checks on electrical equipment as there is with
gas, but it is advisable for landlords to have periodic checks done by a qualified electrician.

If you require an electrical safety certificate we can obtain this for you at a cost of £120.

EPC’s

From 1 October 2008, the law requires an Energy Performance Certificate to be provided for all properties
when they are rented. As soon as a property is offered for let, it is the landlords responsibility to make
available an EPC to prospective tenants. This is required prior to any viewings or details being given to
prospective tenants. A new certificate will not be required on each let, but will be required every ten years.
With this change in legislation, Jonathon Lewis can offer you assistance and provide and EPC for your
rental property at a competitive price of £60.00.
